Star Clock

Cut out each of the two disks below. Using a brass fastener, attach the “black” disk over the “white” disk. Insert a brass fastener through the center points of each disk. With the assembled star clock in hand, go outdoors and face the direction north. Turn the outer disk so that the current date is located at the top. Holding the outer disk steady, turn the inner disk so that its star patterns match up with those in the sky. Read the time indicated at the pointer labeled THE TIME IS. If daylight saving time is in effect, add one hour to the time indicated.
